In this assignment you will use multiple modes of communication to create a profile of your chosen discourse community. 

First, you will write a 500-750 word description of your community, using the information from your proposal as a starting point. You should deepen that initial research, making sure to consult at least 4 sources, at least two of which should be written or compiled by members of that community. The written portion of this assignment will have a revision process, so you will be expected to make revisions from your first draft based on feedback given by your instructor and your peers. 

Secondly, you will create an infographic about your chosen community, consolidating and reimagining the information in your community profile in a visual way. The goal of the infographic is to show outsiders the most important things to understand about this community. This will require defining any community jargon, as your audience is members outside of the community.

1. A revised draft of your written community profile.
2. A revision note explaining the changes you made.
3. A corresponding works cited page.
4. An infographic presenting key information about the community.

1. Choose which of the two proposed communities you would like to research
2. Return to the research you did in your proposal, and dig deeper, making sure to consult additional sources from within the community (and remember that at least two of the sources you cite in your final draft should be composed by members of the community you’re writing about)
3. Outline or otherwise organize the information you wish to include in your profile
4. Draft your community profile
5. Share your community profile for feedback
6. Revise your community profile
7. Draft your revision note
8. Submit your written community profile
9. Read your written profile to pick out the most important information
10. Use a digital editing software, such as Canva, to create an infographic for that information
11. Ensure that the infographic is understandable and visually interesting and that all sources are given credit in some way
12. Submit your infographic community profile

· Compose your written profile and works cited page using MLA formatting. Times New Roman or some other basic font, roughly 11 or 12 points in size, double spaced, 1-inch margins. 
· This profile should be informational in tone, crafted with the goal of educating an audience who is unfamiliar with the community.
· For your infographic, you need not include headings or a formal works cited page, but you should have your name on it somewhere and make sure that your sources are given credit in some way. Be sure to download the infographic as a pdf. document for ease of submission.

· I have created an infographic demonstrating the most important information for outsiders to know about my chosen community.
· I have given sources credit somewhere in that infographic.
