Telling Stories Discourse Communities in Advanced Composition 

[bookmark: _tbgiq260ybqx]Overview and Purpose
The purpose of this assignment is to tell a story about something important in the community you researched for Project 1. This is a chance to engage in exploring the diverse tapestry of the community through storytelling. This story can be about a person, thing, place, or event and should include background information from your previous research to provide context for the audience. The goal of this story is to elicit empathy, interest, and/or investment in the community from those outside of the community. The narrative should aim to capture the essence of the subject and convey its significance within the larger context of your community.

To accomplish these goals, you will compose a 1,200-1,500-word narrative that tells the story of an important person, thing, place, or event within the community you’ve been researching. You should use the background information you gathered in Project 1 to help provide context for the audience. 

After composing your narrative, you will also create a brief (no more than 5 minutes) podcast segment (or other audio element) that focuses your audience on the key parts of the story you want to tell. [NOTE FOR INSTRUCTORS: The podcast script should be a lightly-edited version of the 1,200-1,500-word narrative students write at the beginning of the project. Given the 5 minute time limit, you should help students trim the draft down by around 50%.]

1. A revised draft of the narrative about your community.
2. A revision note explaining the changes you made.
3. A corresponding works cited page.
4. A podcast (five minutes max) podcast focusing your audience on the key parts of the story you want to tell.

[bookmark: _dm7vedhh9fh2]Steps for Project 2: Tell a Story
When you’re ready to begin the writing process, think about the following:
· Organization—create an outline, or other preferred prewrite method, organizing the information for your story. 
· Audience—keep in mind your audience to keep them engaged through your entire story. 
· Context—use the background information from previous research to provide insight into the subject and its significance within the community.
· Character Development—if your narrative is about a person, ensure that they are a well-developed and relatable character. 
· Setting—describe the environment surrounding the subject to allow the audience to immerse themselves in the atmosphere of the community.

· Compose your written profile and works cited page using MLA formatting. Times New Roman or some other basic font, roughly 11 or 12 points in size, double spaced, 1-inch margins. 
· This profile should be informational in tone, crafted with the goal of educating an audience who is unfamiliar with the community.
· For your podcast segment, see the advice in Chapter 10, “Podcast Scripting, Opens, Bumpers, and Endings” and save your audio file as an MP3 file for easier uploading to Blackboard.
